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El Paso County Conservation District Scholarship
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:
· Parents or guardians must live within the El Paso County Conservation District boundaries.

· Applicant must enroll as a full-time student in a college in Colorado (12 credit hours fall and spring semesters).

· Applicant must have a grade point average (GPA) of 2.7 or better to apply, and maintain that GPA for the duration of the scholarship.

· In college, applicant must enroll in agriculture or an agriculture related field such as: agriculture business, agriculture economics, agronomy, animal science, vet science, bio-agricultural technology, general agriculture, horticulture, landscape horticulture, or vocational horticulture.

· An interview may be required.

TERMS OF SCHOLARSHIP:
· A copy of a current high school or college transcript and 2 letters of recommendation must be sent with the application.

· Once college starts, a list of classes enrolled in must be sent to the El Paso County Conservation District.

· One $1,000 scholarship will be awarded each year ($500 per semester).

· The scholarship will be awarded based on academic achievement, attendance records, and ability to contribute to the agriculture industry, extracurricular activities, community involvement, and personal attributes.
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
